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Middlewich Folk and Boat Festival


Festival 2006 

16th – 18th June 2006
The Middlewich Folk and Boat Festival has been running for over a decade and encompasses the whole of the Town of Middlewich in Cheshire. It is an open site with a main venue for the music on the main field, with another three venues around the town for the main concerts.  The Fringe adds over six more venues and according to the Arts Council for England, they estimate our Festival attracts over 30,000 people over the Friday to Sunday event. Let me stress that there are not 30k people in a confined space at any one time on the field.

The stalls are split into two main sites. The canal side is called Salinae. People use the towpaths to walk towards the Festival and they tend to come through the Salinae as a main entrance to the area. As this area is only really busy on the Saturday and Sunday, there is a 25% reduction in the booking prices for this site.

During the day on Saturday and Sunday, there will be a mixture of craft displays, Morris dancing and music to draw people to mill around. Here are also rides for the children to attract families to stay for a while.

The main site has concerts from the Friday night onwards. There is a procession through Town which ends on the main site on the Saturday morning. It draws lots of Townsfolk along with it. The concerts run until the evening on Sunday. This brings people to the site in advance of the concert until around 8pm but whether they would wish to buy things and take them into the concert is always dependent on the amount of dancing anticipated!

Generally we have a large number of regular stallholders who come back year after year – I think that says it all.
