Information For Campers

(Sutton Lane)
Welcome to the Middlewich Folk & Boat Festival, we hope you have an enjoyable stay with us.  We have provided you with some notes to help you over the weekend.

The main campsite is situated on the playing fields in Sutton Lane.  A map of the town is attached to your receipt showing your initial route from the town centre to the campsite avoiding the hump-back canal bridges.  It also shows the main Festival site.

The camp managers will be available from 4.00 pm on Friday and all units must be pitched according to directions.  Pitches will not be marked out but we would ask that all caravans and tents be spaced a minimum of 3m between adjoining outfits.  Please display the official, numbered camp tag prominently on your caravan, motor-home or tent.  This year we have introduced a ‘Quiet/Family Zone’.  Please respect other campers and local residents by keeping this area quiet after dark.  

Showers, toilet (including disabled) facilities and fresh water will be available at all times in the changing rooms. Please use the bins supplied to dispose of nappies and sanitary ware. For access a security number will be issued to you on arrival.  We would ask that you keep this number safe and secure for the duration of your visit.  Toilets are also located next to the Festival office at Market Field.

Parking is available at the Leisure Centre, Somerfield, The Salinae Centre and at Town Bridge (near the Kinderton House Hotel).  First Aid facilities are available at the main Festival Office and will be available during the daytime.

Security staff will visit the site from time to time on Friday and Saturday nights, but not on the Sunday.  We must remind you that it is your responsibility to ensure that your property is secure.  Middlewich Folk and Boat Festival cannot accept any responsibility for any loss or damage howsoever caused.

Dogs must be kept under control on a lead at all times and litter must be disposed of properly in the bins provided.  Please try to keep the site tidy and free from litter at all times.

Please Vacate Your Pitch By 10.00 am On Monday.

Please enjoy the weekend but we would ask that you consider local residents and keep late night noise down.  Please do not light fires or stand barbecues directly on the grass.

We would respectfully request that campers with disabilities contact the Festival prior to the weekend.
