SITE HEALTH & SAFETY RULES FOR STALLHOLDERS

1) 
No portable gas equipment or electricity generators are to be brought on site without prior permission of the Site Manager.

2) 
No structures other than those detailed in the application will be allowed unless prior permission has been granted by the Site Manager.

3) 
Only the allocated space may be occupied unless with the permission of the site manager i.e. no changes, moves or additional space are allowable.

4) 
Unless by prior arrangement, camping, caravans, campers or vehicles will not be allowed on site.  After unloading and setting up, vehicles are to be moved to a parking area.  Where these are allowed on site they must remain in position until the end of the Festival.

5)
No cooking is allowed on the festival site, except in the case of authorised catering vehicles.

6) 
No stalls will be allowed in the bar marquee.

7) 
Where demonstrations are to take place, a risk assessment must be provided in advance with sufficient detail to allow the festival committee to take a decision on allocation of stall space.

8) 
Business or commercial organisations should provide a copy of their public liability insurance certificate (at least £5Million cover) with their application.  All other stallholders will be asked to provide an insurance indemnity.

9) 
All stallholders will abide by the decisions of and follow the instructions of the Site Manager/Health & Safety Co-ordinator.
