	Mooring Details and Conditions of Entry:
· Mooring is possible at the following locations subject to space and compliance with BW regulations:

a) Boats arriving on the Trent and Mersey Canal from the South are advised to moor above Kings Lock or on the Middlewich Branch of the Shropshire Union Canal.

b) Boats arriving via the Shropshire Union Canal are advised to moor above Wardle Lock on The Middlewich Branch of the Shropshire Union or above Kings Lock on the Trent and Mersey Canal.

c) Boats arriving on the Trent and Mersey from the north are advised to moor above Big Lock but not beyond Town Bridge.

· You agree to abide by all relevant byelaws and licensing requirements of the navigation authority whilst the craft is moored in attendance at MFAB. This includes displaying the correct craft licence and satisfying the requirements of the Boat Safety Scheme.

· You agree not to leave any litter, or cause pollution to the waterway, the towpath, or the surrounding area. This includes not leaving excrement from pets on the towpath or surrounding area.

· You accept that you are responsible for the conduct of all members of the crew of your boat, including any children and pets at all times and in all places.

· You agree not to undertake any trading whatsoever, including the advertisement of boats for sale, unless you have a BW Trading Licence, which must be displayed in accordance with BW Regulations. 
Boat Trading Charges - please see our website page for trading charge payments by PayPal. 
Charges are £0.80 per foot of frontage and this does not guarantee a towpath mooring. Should you arrive too late to secure a towpath location and are unable to trade, you may apply for a full refund. Your proof of purchase will be your PayPal receipt so please ensure you have a printed copy with you.
